GENERAL INFORMATION 

UNLOADING AND PARKING
Equipment trucks and buses will enter at flag pole entrance in the front of the school.  They will then be given directions for off-site parking.  There will be transportation for bus and equipment drivers to and from Luers.  Free spectator parking on our school lot will be available.  Free parking will also be found at Unity Lutheran School parking lot which is next to/behind Bishop Luers (5401 Calhoun/near Noll Ave and Doan Dr) and overflow parking at Kroger at Southgate (see marked map attached).  
EQUIPMENT SPACE

The space that is allotted for equipment holding is only a 4 foot wide – 6 foot long. Our hallway height is only 10 ft. tall and the doorways leading into our gymnasium are 8 foot by 6 foot. If equipment does not fit into the limited holding area, please call me ASAP. We have an extra area for large backdrops/displays.
PARTICIPANT WRISTBANDS/STAMPS
Choir members, instrumentalists, and student stage crew hands will be stamped.  Directors will receive 4 special wrist bands to give to band directors, or other choir staff members. Only choir staff wearing these special wristbands will be admitted to the Director’s Hospitality Room. Bus drivers will receive their wristbands by our Parking Lot Director
· Adult support – 6 wristbands will be given to each school for any adult support your choir needs.
HANDICAPPED ACCESS
 All handicapped access to the school building will be through school building door # 3 accessible from the back parking lot.  See parking lot attendants for designated handicapped parking spaces.
HOMEROOMS
Each choir is assigned to one or two homerooms depending on choir size and space availability. Homerooms will be locked when your group leaves the room and students from your choir must have an adult supervisor with them if they wish to re-enter the room for any reason.  Adult volunteers from Bishop Luers will be in the hallways (key people) to lock/unlock classroom doors. Once your group performs, we strongly encourage all participants and spectators to remain in the gym or common areas to watch other groups perform.
PERFORMING STAGE
The performance stage is a 40’ by 40’ raised platform approachable from both sides.  We provide 4 levels of Stagecraft risers (8”, 16”, 24”, and 32”). These will be pre-set to your size and specifications.  The stage stands approximately 18” off of the gym floor.   All groups must use stage platforms provided by Bishop Luers High School.  Please contact Monica Zwick if you have questions about the platform.

CAFETERIA
The cafeteria will be open from 7:30 A.M. through the 11:00 P.M. with a large delicious assortment of reasonably priced meals and hot and cold food items.  There will be a snack bar open from 8:00 A.M. till 9:00 P.M.  The first groups to perform at the Championship sing-off will be served dinner first. Dinner will be served from 4:00 – 10:30 P.M. (see attached menu)
FIRST AID STATION
Our first aid station (Room 131) will be open throughout the Invitational.  We will dispense only ice and band aids.  The dispensing of any medication or any major medical situation should be handled by choir directors and/or chaperones for your choir.  We will assist you in contacting ambulance services should that become necessary for any member of your choir or staff.
